Storing poles (whisker or spinnaker) vertically up the forward face of the mast has become very popular. It clears the decks and
keeps the cruising sailor from having to lift the entire weight of the pole from the deck to the mast car.

Selection of the proper mast car and inboard end fitting combination is critical. Ring style cars will not allow a pole to hang

vertically without binding and eventually breaking the end fitting. Bear in mind that you have a significant “lever arm” effect on
the end. A 10-foot pole can create enough leverage to fracture or bend ends and rings if it binds up and you may never even feel it
from the opposite end of the pole.
